Every student is required to prove to the satisfaction of the College District that he/she is 

entitled to be classified as a resident of Texas domiciled within the College District 

boundaries before minimum tuition rates apply.  

A student who can qualify as a resident of the State, but who resides or is domiciled 

outside College District boundaries on the date of his/her registration shall be charged the 

out-of-District rate.  

Once a student has been found to be nonresident, this status continues as long as he/she 

remains in attendance at the College District or until a petition for change of status has 

been approved.
